b.  Changes in Savannah fleet have mirrored changes in world fleet for period 1986-1996

The BAH stated this as an assumption.  However, comparison of the existing and projected future fleets does not appear to support the statement.  The fleet distribution at Savannah is very different from the world fleet both currently and projected.  Given recent trends in ship building, it appears that vessels with much greater TEU capacities than any projected in the BAH report are already in service and the newest are being designed for even greater TEU capacity, but maintaining current draft requirements. Review of the feasibility report will not rely this assumption, but rather evaluate the projected Savannah fleet based on specific needs and projections relevant to Savannah.
